Dreambaby DK:

6—50g balls, color 100 White, MC
2—50g balls EACH OF color 129
Pink Rose, CC1,

147 Cameo Pink, CC2

145 Aqua, CC3

Gauge: 15 sts, 22 rows = 4” over st
st holding 2 strands at once on US
Size 10 (6mm) needle after blocking,
Needles/Notions: US Size 10 (6mm)-24~
or 32” circular.

Please note:
2 strand of yarn are held together
throughout.

Begin

With MC and CC1, CO 135 sts.
Work in garter st for 2”.

Work in st st, keeping the first and
last 8 sts in garter st now and
throughout, until piece measures 4”
from CO edge.

Cut CC1.

With 1 strand of MC and 1 strand of
CC2, work until piece measures 8”
from CO edge. Cut CC2.

With 1 strand of MC and 1 strand of CC3, work until piece measures 12” from CO edge. Cut CC3.

With 1 strand of MC and 1 strand of CC1, work until piece measures 16” from CO edge. Cut CC1.

With 1 strand of MC and 1 strand of CC2, work until piece measures 20” from CO edge. Cut CC2.

With 1 strand of MC and 1 strand of CC3, work until piece measures 24” from CO edge. Cut CC3.

With 1 strand of MC and 1 strand of CC2, work until piece measures 28” from CO edge. Cut CC2.

With 1 strand of MC and 1 strand of CC1, work until piece measures 32” from CO edge. Cut CC1.

With 1 strand of MC and 1 strand of CC3, work until piece measures 36” from CO edge. Cut CC3.

With 1 strand of MC and 1 strand of CC2, work until piece measures 40” from CO edge. Cut CC2.

With 1 strand of MC and 1 strand of CC1, work until piece measures 42” from CO edge. Then work in garter st for
2”. BO all sts on next RS Row. Weave in all ends. Block lightly.
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ABBREVIATIONS: beg= begin(ning), BO= bind off, CC= contrast color, CO= cast on, garter st= knit every row k= knit, MC= main
color, mm= millimeter, p= purl, st(s) = stitch(es), st st = stockinette st,
